It was only after clamour
for these changes resonated across the membership and after our
persuasions with the then Leadership who failed to see the reason and
preferred not to adopt the accommodative stance that we decided to goin
for the election as a measure of last resort.

We felt, while taking this unfortunate decision, that the clamour for change
had become a movement and the same had to be effectively supported.
Not only the decision to contest was supported by majority of the members,
promises of support started pouring in both the ways - openly and discreetly.
That we were right in our assessment of the support generated from across
the membership has been proven by the results. While we all are happy
with the outcome ofthe results of the election forced by the circumstances
mentioned above, we still humbly believe that it was avoidable had the then
Leadership judged the mood of the membership and acted with discretion
in the larger interest of the organization.

We only wish to mention here that the trust reposed by the members in us
will always be reflected in our every action. We accept the results with all
the humility at our command and treatthat as an opportunity to serve without
any sense of entitlement. Our team is consisting of representatives from all
cadres and we are happy to announce that those who were not members
of the SBIPAdue to the differences with the then Leadership over its style of
functioning have come forward to join our organisation and offered their
constructive support. We are aware that in the new team, a couple of
members elected are not from Parivartan Panel. However, after the results

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all the elected members will be treated equally and they will be included in sharing various responsibilities
for the welfare of our pensioners. We are assuming our roles with the concept of servant leadership
enunciated in the Bhagwad Geeta by the Eternal Teacher Lord Krishna.

We stand committed to the following of our key promises given in our “Sankalp Patra” (Manifesto):

1. Thereform will also aim at ensuring that the maximum age limit for contesting any election is capped at
75 years of age. It will be ensured that at the time of filing nomination, the candidate should notbe of age
exceeding 72 years. It means by the age of 75 years, an individual should have demitted the office.

2. Sincere efforts of all major pending issues of pensioners at circle level. A list of issues pending is
furnished elsewhere in this edition. Members are requested to advise any issue that they feel is not
included.

3. From 1st April 2023, new Pensioners can register themselves with payment of Rs, 4050 and new
Family Pensioners can register themselves with payment of Rs. 2550. With this the concept of standing
instruction (Sl) of deduction of Rs. 20 per month has become purely voluntary. Those who have given S
can discontinue if they wish to. Further, all the members, even if they have opted out of S|, will be able to
contest the election and will also be eligible for felicitation on completing the age of 70.

4. Submission and circulation of Annual Accounts to the members through Pensioners Prakash. In addition
to the statutory requirements of audit of accounts by a Chartered Accountant, we also propose to appoint
internal auditor from amongst the members who can point out any deficiencies in the maintainance of
books of accounts.

We are also furnishing detailed list of office bearers of SBIPA with their contact details so that the members
can contact themin case of need.

In conclusion, we assure our members and their families of our undivided attention and empathy followed
by tangible action in case of their any needs where our support is required.

We wish our members and their families the very best of health, happiness and prosperity.

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PENDING PENSIONRES ISSUES

The following long pending issues awaiting resolution
are as under:

1. Removal of 40% clause in basic pension fixation
affecting seniors.

2. Consideration of Special Allowances introduced
during 10" and 11th bipartites as pay for the
purpose of calculation of basic pension

3. Updation of pension
4. 100% D.A. neutralisation to pre-2002 retirees.

5. Commutation formula as applicable to other
Banks, and also restoration of full pension after
12 years.

6. Refixation of pension on account of
implementation of additional stagnation
increment to 10th & 11th bipartite retirees.

7. Extension of free medical Insurance policy to all
categories of retirees. and full reimbursement of
cost of medicines purchased by all under
domiciliary treatment under Medi Assist Policy.

8. Refixation of family pension and revision of
pension orders of all retirees on account of
revision in family pension and grant of additional
stagnation increment.

9. Payment of enhanced gratuity at par with
government employees etc.
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We are happy and extend our thanks to the
government for upward revision of ceiling on
encashment of leave at the time of retirement for
income tax payment from 3 lakhs to 25 lakhs to all
categories of retirees. This issue was raised by our
Federation during 2006 / 2007 itself, on discrimination
between govt employees and bank employees as in
the case of govt employees, entire amount of leave
encashment at the time of retirement was exempted
from payment of income tax whereas a ceiling of Rs.
3 lakhs was fixed for bank employee. Now it is a great
relief to employees who will retire on or after
01.04.2023.
