Asl am gathering my thoughtsto pen thiseditorial, | feel
theweather isslowly changing.

4. During the renewal of Health Assist Policy B, our
district level office bearersdisplayed exemplary commitment
in helping the pensioners in ensuring timely renewal of the
policy for individual policy holders.

Such feedback back
encourages all of us at the helm.

5. Good number of issues raised by eSBS pensioners
have been understood by us in proper perspectiveand
represented to the Circle Management through planned efforts
from us and representatives of eSBS.The Circle Management
has promised to take up the issues with Corporate Centre for
their ultimate resolution. Our efforts continue in thisregard.

6. Inrespect ofthe matter of additional increment to the
pensioners, since the records of few of the pensioners who
retired just before 7th Bipartite Agreementare not available,
suitableformulahas been worked out to seek asolution to the
issue. This formula has been approved by the Circle
Management and put up to the Corporate Centrefor approval.
We are awaiting early resolution in thisregard al so.

7. Constant dialogue is being held with the Circle
authorities for continued improvement in various facilities
available to the pensioners. The approach adopted by usis
not of confrontation with the Circle Management but that of
co-operation and mutual respect& appreciation of the
constraints on both the sides. This approach of ours has paid
rich dividends as was reflected in the Pensioners' Meet of
2023 where the entire Circle Management Committee was
present during the cultural event that spanned over more than
two hours.

8 Asaresult of our constant dialogues with the Circle
Management Authority, we have been able to secure space
for our functioning in 4 Admin Offices and 2 more Admin
Officesarelikely to offer us spacein their premises.

9. Atdistrict level aso regular sharing of information
takes placein group meetings. Feedback received during such
meetings requiring effective actions on our part are being
discussed at our level and acted upon with speed.

While the achievements give us satisfaction and
encouragement to theleadership team, wefeel thereare certain
areaswhich need members’ attention in general and attention
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of theleadership teamin particular. More particularly, we seek
indulgence of al the members/office bearersin thefollowing
areas.

1 Ascompared to the total number of pensioners of
the Circle, thereis afelt need to increase the membership of
SBIPA. We request al our members to ensure that those
pensionerswho are still not members of SBIPA are effectively
encouraged to be the members to fortify our strength.

2. Insurance coverage (of SBI Health Assist Policy B)
of our Circleisjust44%. Those who have not joined should
be encouraged to get themselves covered in the next renewal
cycle.

3. Webelievethat ageisjust anumber and learningin
life never ends. With this belief we propose to undertake
training programmes for pensioners right upto district level
with the help of our tech-savvy members so that they can
make use of tech-productsavailable on Bank’sY ONO platform
with ease and without any apprehensions.

4. We feel that family pensioners also need to be
appropriately engaged more effectively so that they feel part
of the extended SBI family.

MODIFIED MANDATE FORM

Different scenarios are being presented below for payment of Term Deposit Accounts held in
joint names under mode of operation ‘Either or Survivor or Former or Survivor”, where
Mandate form hasnot been obtained, for the guidance of operating functionaries:

I. TDR in joint name under mode of operation ‘Either or Survivor’:

(A) Payment on maturity:

a) Payment can be madeto either of the depositors on maturity.

b) If one of the depositors expires, payment can be made to the survivor on maturity.
(B) Payment before maturity:

a) Signaturesof both the depositors have to be obtained.

b) If one of the depositors expires, no pre-payment may be allowed without the
concurrence of the legal heirs of the deceased joint holders.

[I. TDRinjoint nameunder mode of operation ‘Former or Survivor’:

(A) Payment on maturity:
a) the‘Former’ alone can operate/ withdraw the amount, when both the depositorsare alive.
b) if Former expires, payment can be madeto survivor on maturity.

(B) Payment before maturity:
a) Signaturesof both the depositors have to be obtained.

c) If one of the depositors expires, no pre-payment may be allowed without the
concurrence of the legal heirs of the deceased joint holders.

4. USE OFMODIFIED MANDATE FORM:

RBI, vide Circular no DBOD No. Leg. 37/ 09.07.005/ 2012-13 dated 16.08.2012 clarified as
under:

“Thejoint deposit holders may be permitted to give the mandate either at the time of placing
the fixed deposit or anytime subsequently during the term/tenure of the deposit.

If such amandateisobtained, bankscan allow prematurewithdrawal of ter m/fixed deposits
by the surviving depositor without seeking the concurrence of thelegal heirsof the deceased

ac
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joint depositors. It isalso reiterated that such premature withdrawal would not attract any penal
charge.”

Pleaserefer to our e-Circular no-NBG/PBBU/LIMA-TD/21/2011-12 dated 19.11.2011 vide which
‘Modified Either or Survivor’ Form was prescribed, for before maturity payment of proceeds of
term deposit held jointly under mode of operation‘EOR S/FOR S' to one of depositors, provided
the Modified Either-or Survivor Form is obtained duly signed by both the depositors.

Either or Survivor Form has been revisited / revised and enclosed asAnnexure -l to thiscircular.
In accordance with the RBI directions, “thejoint deposit holders need to give the mandate on this
form either at the time of placing the fixed deposit or anytime subsequently during the term/
tenure of the deposit.”

If themandate of both thedepositorshasbeen obtained on the prescribed form (Annexure-
1), beforematurity payment of Term Depositstothe surviving depositor isper mitted without
seeking the concurrence of the legal heirs of the deceased depositor.

The modified mandate has also been incorporated in the Common Deposit Account Opening
Form (Para D(5)), vide e Circular no NBG/PBU/LIMA-SB/ 23/ 2023-24 dated 04.10.2023.

The modified mandate can also be recorded in CBS system. The path is given hereunder:
Deposit/CC/OD Accounts & Services > Amend ( Screen No. 7050) - I nput Account
No. and under Option select B. Mode of Operation.

On transmit, select Option 16 E or SWDL by Survivor, if account is opened with mode of
operation ‘ Either or Survivor’ and depositors have opted for modified mandate in Deposit Account
Opening Form or has signed M odified M andate Form.

Similarly, select Option 17 F or SWDL by Survivor, if account isopened with mode of operation
‘Former or Survivor’ and depositors have opted for modified mandate in Deposit Account Opening
Form or has signed Modified Mandate Form.
